The area in the agreement follows the coastline along a 400 m buffer. This

area, known to SAM as the St. Lawrence Coastline Management Unit, totals
1,542 acres and includes several harbours and coves such as Three Sticks

Cove, Murphy’s Cove, Little Lawn Pond, Mine Cove, Little Lawn Harbour,
Spices Cove, and Chambers Cove.
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
